Stocked with every feature imaginable, the Motorola T720 will have users fully armed for corporate combat.  In the event those users crave more customization or access to specific data, added features are never out of reach.  Wirelessly add applications such as games and business tools using J2ME( technology. New numbers and personal notes can be temporarily stored using the voice recorder, which also lets you keep track of those groundbreaking ideas that are always popping up.

When it's time to wind down, the Motorola T720 provides the tools and toys for rest and relaxation.  Relax with a favorite “ocean-sounds” track added to a collection of MP3 downloads.  An MP3 Player optional accessory attaches to the model T720, turning it into a jukebox full of favorite tunes.  Accessed through a headset, the office stays oblivious to secret obsessions with boy bands.  An FM Stereo Radio Headset optional accessory allows users to listen to their favorite radio or talk station between meetings (or secretly during meetings, thanks to the integrated hands-free headset).
